Day02              Canterbury

The New Zealand Penguin Encounter is New Zealand’s first combined indoor/outdoor penguin viewing area with capacity to 
hold up to 26 Little Blue penguins.  
Climb aboard the amazing Hagglund genuine as-used-in-Antarctica all terrain vehicle, sit back, hold 
on and experience travelling across rough terrain in this unique and exciting machine! We aim to 
simulate the same travelling conditions as scientists would experience riding in a Hagglund across 
the icepack. 
This ride is the only one of its type in the world. It showcases the demanding capabilities of the 
Hagglund ATV. 
The outdoor adventure course we have built is designed to put the Hagglund through its paces in a fun but very safe 
environment. Visitors buckle up before they are taken out on an exhilarating ride over mounds, a crevasse, speeding across open 
ground and through a pond of water to display the Hagglund's amphibious capabilities. 
 
 
Day03              Oamaru 
Travel up north Motorway follow to Moeraki Bounder Moeraki Boulder - It is also home 
one of New Zealand’s most iconic natural wonders – the Moeraki Boulders and, offers 
the opportunity to view wildlife in their natural habitat. From artists' studios to a seal 
colony to seaside restaurants and cafes, North Otago’s coast is a detour worth taking. 
Moeraki Boulders 40kms south of Oamaru and encompasses five sites that collectively 
offer a mixture of natural, historical and built attractions. 
Canterbury Plains is about as straight and flat as roads get in New Zealand. On a clear 
day, the Southern Alps provide outstanding scenery. The town of Rakaia sits on the 
southern side of the Rakaia River, and it’s ‘the salmon capital of New Zealand’. The 
Rakaia bridge spans 1.8 kilometres of one of the world's best examples of a 'braided' river system.  
Ashburton, which sits between the Rakaia and Rangitata rivers, is a large town that serves the local rural community. Your trip 
south is straight and flat. Timaru is a small but beautifully formed city. The historic walk will introduce you to many of the 

heritage buildings.  
The town of Oamaru has a population of around 12,000 and an impressive heritage. Many of the elegant 

historic buildings were made from the local sandstone. Visit the Harbour-Tyne area - the best-preserved 
collection of historic commercial buildings in New Zealand.  

Visitors are seated in an outdoor viewing area where they listen to an informative commentary 
about our blue penguins.  
The birds return home from their days fishing, make their way onto the beach, up a stony ramp, and 
cross into the Colony. This happens at different times during the year as daylight/nightlight change. 
During the summer months Evening Viewing is as late as 9:00 pm while during the winter our birds 
are arriving home as early as 5:30 pm. Arrival numbers vary from Summer to Winter from up to 180 
birds in the summer to under 30 in Winter. From when the first bird arrives, it takes approx an hour 
for all the birds to return. 
For the protection of our birds we have a no camera/filming policy. Binoculars are okay. The Oamaru Blue 
Penguin Colony, New Zealands largest scientifically monitored blue penguin colony, sits on the Waitaki Coast beach 
front, only two minutes from the centre of Oamaru. 
Local sightseeing including Historic Precinct which boasts 19th century streetscape featuring a unique collection of buildings 
made from local Oamaru stone, then continue to the Oamaru Lookout. Yellow eyed penguins viewing. Short walk to best viewing 
locations in public viewing area at Bushy Beach. Oamaru Blue Penguin Colony. 
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Day04              Day of Wildlife  
This premier package includes the full Otago Harbour and Taiaroa Head Wildlife Cruise, scenic Otago Peninsula bus tour, and 
guided tours of the Royal Albatross Colony, the Yellow Eyed Penguin Reserve. 
In the colony, the penguins are offered nest boxes that provide them with shelter, shade and privacy they 
require for successful breeding. Nest boxes also provide some protection against introduced predators such as 
stoats, ferrets and wild house cats. An on-going trapping effort is also undertaken to protect the chicks from 
predation. New bushes and shrubs are planted to provide shade during hot summer days. Injured penguins 
and orphaned chicks are taken into our sick station and cared for with a very high success rate.

The Royal Albatross Colony at Taiaroa Head, on the tip of the Otago Peninsula, New Zealand, is the only mainland breeding 
colony for any albatross species found in the southern hemisphere. The first Taiaroa-reared albatross chick flew in 1938 and this 
now protected nature reserve has grown into an established colony with a population of around 140 birds. 
The sight of a soaring albatross is unforgettable - held aloft on slim wings up to 3 metres (9'6") across, the great Albatross is 
capable of swooping speeds of more than 115kph. Viewing these majestic seabirds in their natural environment is not to be 
missed. 
 
 
Day05              Te Anau

Milford 
Sound (Piopiotahi) is without doubt his finest sculpture.   
Whatever the fiord’s mood - teeming with rain or with sun glistening on deep water - it will inspire you.  Nowhere else in 
Fiordland do the mountains stand as tall, straight out of the sea. In the foreground of the fiord stands the legendary Mitre Peak, a 
remarkable presence dominating the skyline. 
The Milford Road (between Te Anau and Milford) travels through some of the world’s most impressive alpine scenery  Our 
experienced drivers love sharing some of the breathtaking highlights and there is plenty of time for photo opportunities. 
 
 
Day07              Queenstown 
Across the pristine waters of Lake Wakatipu and through the tranquil beauty of the willow lined Kawarau River, the Jet boat then 
speeds into the shallow, fast moving braids of the Shotover River.

Enjoy the stunning panoramic views while learning about the spectacular geographical features of the Mackenzie basin, its alpine 
lakes, glacial deposits and mountain ranges. Your guide will also relate the history of the area, recounting infamous tales of sheep 
stealing and lupin spreading!  
Take time out and relax in the surrounds of our ultra-modern glass Astro Café and enjoy fresh food and great coffee while sitting 
300 metres above the turquoise waters of Lake Tekapo. 
Stargazing tours depart nightly from our office in the Lake Tekapo township. We will take you to our observatory high above the 
village where we will explore features of the majestic Southern Sky.  
Tonight you will see the million stars – if weather is good! We provide the equipment and the guidance, all you need to bring are 
keen eyes, warm clothes and a desire to see, learn, and experience!  
Navigating our way through the Southern Sky using various telescopes and the naked eye, we will show you amazing sights such 
as our own Milky Way Galaxy, the Southern Cross, Alpha-Centauri — our closest neighbouring star at only 4.3 light years away — 
and Sirius, the brightest star in our sky.  
Behold and learn about our closest neighbouring galaxies, the Magellanic Clouds, which grace our night sky along with 
constellations such as Orion the Hunter and Scorpius. You may also have the opportunity to see star clusters like the beautiful 
Jewel Box; awe-inspiring planets; nebulae, immense clouds of gas and dust; and distant galaxies which test the limits of human 
imagination.

Join a whale watch tour; by boat, light aircraft or helicopter, the choice is yours. On the tour you may view the giant sperm whale 
and often other whale species, dolphins, seals and the Royal Albatross.
